We have been involved with teaching Boy Scout Troops and Native American kids about organic food production and healthy eating habits. 
Partly due to your example, we are finding that our market is growing in the area of community garden projects and schools. After twenty years we have already been involved in schools and native communities in about fifteen or twenty projects. Ft. Lewis College Business course has studied us as a company in their school projects. We have articles and videos and pictures of many school projects. Growing Spaces also donated a dome to the Make A Wish Foundation to make one of their children’s wish come true. 
As I write this a group of kids from Denver are helping native children on the Navajo Nation in Teec Nos Pos, New Mexico, plant their growing dome. Jamie Oliver, a renowned organic chef, recently used this dome on a piece for his show about food in America, filmed in the Four Corners area It is due to air this fall in the UK.  The piece highlights Navaho recipes as a look at American cuisine. Our staff donated their time to provide a Growing Dome to the Navajo Nation for this project.  Several other reservations are using our domes as a center piece of developing gardens. We supply greenhouses to Global Children’s gardens, a non-profit associate where folks can donate Growing Domes to schools and communities. We have many stories to tell.

We want to contribute to preventative health education and practices.
Besides the success of our product and its applications, our company strives to be authentically “green”.  We just listed about 30 ways we have adjusted our ways of working to LIVE sustainable and walk the talk of healthy living. We have a lot of fun!
